WATER POLUTION -
COSTLY CLEANUP

New warnings are being voiced
in Congress about the degree to
which water pollution has progres-
sed in this country, Drastic mea-
sures are needed to speed the
cleanup of America’s rivers and
streams to insure a pure water
supply for the future, However,
officials assure us that so far this
is a losing fight and cite the following
examples:

1, Since 1956 federal and local
governments have spent a total of
3.1 billion dollars on sewage treat-
ment facilities and still pollution
gets worse,

2, The bacteria count in the
Cuyahoga river flowing into Lake
Erie is four times as high as in a
stream of raw sewage,

3. Lake Erie and the Southern
end of Lake Michigan are turning
into stagnant pools of water without
oxygen, incapable of supporting life,

4, In 1956 the commercial catch
of blue pike in Lake Erie was
6,855,000 pounds, In 1963 only 200
pounds was caught,

5. The Connecticut River hasn’t
been safe for swimming for 50 years,

6. Dr, Luther Terry, the retiring
head of the Public Health Service
stated, ““We are by no means sure
that at least some viruses are not
slipping through our present water -
purification and disinfection proces-
ses and entering our water mains,
Hepatitis may be an example,”’

With the current drought in the
northeast, New York City finds itself
forced to tap the Hudson River for
100 million gallons of water a day
at a point where it finds the river

polluted by the equivalent of raw
sewage from 10 million people,

Officials see no alternative but
a really big effort in curbing this
pollution, They estimate that 50
billion dollars worth of new sewers
and treatment plants are needed to
even make a start,

THE SMUT PEDDLERS

A dramatic and significant battle
is swirling across the United States
today, Fighting on one side are the
publishers, distributors and sellers
of obscene material -- a business
estimated to gross currently more
than a billion dollars a year, In
the opposite camp are public prose-
cutors parents, teachers and citi-
zens alarmed at the rising tide of
newstand and mail-order porno-
graphy and determined to do some-
thing abourt it,

For the peddlers of ‘‘smut’’ it
means the right to maintain and
expand their markets, Newstands
flaunt magazines loaded with sug-
gestive nudity and paperback books
filled with detailed portrayals of
illicit and abnormal sexual relations
To impressionable youths, this flood
of pornography conveys the notion
that adultery and perversion are
acceptable, and that moral standards
are ‘“‘passe,”

5, Give your name and address
to the operators of the other vehicles
to the injured or to a police officer
before you leave the scene, Do not
express an opinion as to who was at
fault, and do not talk about the
accident or give any statements Or
reports to anyone other than the
police, the owner of your vehicle, or
your own insurance adjuster, Be
sure to comply with accident report-
ing requirements of your state and
locality.

Naturally, avoiding accidents is
the best way to keep auto insurance
rates down, The next best thing is
to follow these rules and give your
auto insurance carrier every break
possible in the favorable settlement
of a claim,

was replaced by ‘‘the world today’’,
It was their own world where they
awaited the birth of their first child
and wondered whether a drastic
cutback in government spending
would cause Mr, Nickel to lose his
job.

In the spring of ‘58, the Nickels
moved back to New York and Mr,
Martin Nickel and Mr, Charles
Nickel became partners in a food
brokerage business -- Nickel Bro-
thers, Assoc. Both men took to
regularly listening to ‘“The World
Tomorrow’’ broadcast while work-
ing late hours in their office,

Mr, and Mrs, Martin Nickel
attended the first Sabbath service
in New York City inNovember 1959,
Both were baptized one month later.
Mr, Nickel has been serving as
deacon and Managing Editor of the
New York Area Edition of the Church
of God News for about one and one
half years.

West 43rd Street to spy out the
church to see if these people were
really what they were supposed
to be,

After the first and succeeding
meetings, his life became eventful
and crammed full of new experiences
and blessings, not to mention some
of the usual trials,

Mr, Vernonresides with his wife,
Elaine, and two sons in Caldwell,
New Jersey. Having been a deacon
for over a year, Mr, Vernon now
assumes the new office of Local
Elder,
