VENEREAL DISEASE

At a meeting of the A M.A, a
former president of the association
stated that American teenagers are
being infected with venereal disease
at the rate of one a minute, Last
spring, the American Social Health
Association reported that the inci-
dence of venereal disease is about
three and half times the amount
shown in official statistics, Although
doctors are supposed to report all
such cases, a recent survey of
183,000 physicians indicated that
only 119 of cases were reported,

infectious syphilis is now the largest
and most serious communicable dis-
ease problem in the United States,”’

dinner roll, It is a basic recipe that
can be shaped as you desire,

cup butter

pkg. yeast

cup sugar

eggs

tsp. salt

cups whole-wheat flour

Digsolve yeast in warm water, Add
remaining ingredients thru 2 cups of
the specified flour, Beat (with elec-
tric mixer) for 10 minutes, Blend
in remaining flour with a spoon,
Cover, let rise until doubled, Beat
down; cover tightly; refrigerate
overnight,

Before baking, stir batter down and
divide in half, Roll out and shape as
desired, Place on a greased cookie
sheet; cover with a damp cloth and
let rise one hour, Bake at 375 for
15 - 20 minutes,

The following recipe is another
““basic’®, It can be adapted to any
shape and around any filling - it's
a coffee cake, a stollen or a sticky
bun, It all depends on youl

RICH DOUGH
1/2 1b, butter, melted
2  eggs
1 cup heated milk
4  tbs, sugar
4  cups whole-wheat flour
2 pkgs. yeast

1/2 tsp. salt

Melt butter; add warm milk, Beat
eggs with sugar and add to the
melted butter mixture, Dissolve
yeast in a small amount of warm
water, Now add flour and salt, Beat
well, Cover and let rise until doubled
Beat down, Either shape now or
refrigerate for later use(uptothree
days), Then divide in half - shape
and all ow to double prior to baking
in/on a greased pan, .

Bake at 350 for 30 - 35minutes for
coffee cake, kuchen, stollen, twists
or braids,

Bake at 350 for 15 - 20 minutes
for buns,

Our children love pizza but the

commercial variety leaves some-
thing to be desired, It was our
pleasure to taste a homemade one
that induced me to make my own,
The recipe for the sauce is not
included because of taste prefer-
ences -.some like it spicy; some
prefer it bland, In any case, a sauce
made from a medium can of tomatoes
cooked with an 8 oz, can of tomato
sauce and seasoned to taste will
provide enough sauce for the pizzas,
We add a pound of browned chopped
chuck to the above ingredients and
slice eight ounces of mozzerella
cheese over each pie,

PIZZA - enough for two or three
12*" pies, Dissolve one envelope dry
yeast in one cup warm water, Sift
four cups flour (use partunbleached
white), Now, resift 3-3/4 cups of
this into a large bowl, making a well
in the center. Pour in the yeast
dissolved in water, 2 tbs, olive oil,
1/2 tsp. salt, and 1/4 tsp. pepper.
Work this into the flour and knead
into a ball, Cover and let double
in bulk, This will take AT LEAST
two hours, or perhaps five to six,
(Iit’s wise to prepare this many hours
before you plan on using it)., Before
baking| Preheat oven to 425 , Punch
down dough and knead well on a
surface sprinkled with the remaining
1/4 cup flour, Divide dough into two
or three portions depending on how
thick you like the crust, Oilthe pans
and roll the dough to fill, Top pies
with filling and cheese and bake 15
to 20 minutes, They freeze beauti-
fully unbaked.
